Too often, school-based therapists find themselves second-guessing referral, evaluation, and service decisions
because they lack a clear, consistent process. This session provides a practical framework to guide decision-
making at every stage, from early concerns to making service recommendations. Participants will strengthen
their reasoning skills and learn strategies to gather and interpret meaningful data, helping them to make
confident recommendations aligned with the educational setting.

Motor delays can put kids on the sidelines at recess, on the
playground and during group games as increasingly complex,
refined movements are needed. When balance, coordination, and
motor planning skills are weak, it hinders participation, confidence,

and inclusion in some of the most fun spaces at school. Let's IRIEYY ‘ ‘

improve our interventions so all students can benefit and enjoy

physical activity.

D. Ditch the Dysregulation Loop: How to Help Students and Teachers with Challenging Behavior

Therapists in schools have noticed a pattern of more children struggling with more explosive, disruptive
“behavior” challenges as the years go on, and more teachers asking for help with these situations. Children often
do better in one on one sessions with a single supportive therapist but may still struggle behaviorally in these
settings as well. This training will help therapists understand how to support students directly, as well as
supporting teachers to work within the system and resources that they currently have to help these struggling
students.
1 Apply targeted in-the-moment strategies to support students during episodes of dysregulation in
classroom and therapy settings.
1 Modify classroom routines and environmental supports in collaboration with teachers to better
support students with behavioral needs.
T Utilize collaborative strategies with teachers to implement feasible behavior supports within
existing classroom structures.



Stuttering Support: Rethinking the Goal-Writing Process

Natasha Gigliotti, MA, CCC-SLP and Jaime Michise, MS, CCC-SLP
Let's embrace a new mindset for school-age students (k-12) who
stutter. Start with evaluation strategies to capture students’
priorities for themselves and then create goals that address the
multifaceted nature of persistent stuttering within the school
setting. Implement evidence-based approaches for measuring
progress by exploring students’ preferences for their own treatment
targets and supports. Problem-solve limitations and opportunities

for better supporting these students.
1 Relate at least one challenge to writing goals around stuttering with an appropriate solution specific to
the school setting.
T Select functional and appropriate goal areas to target in therapy based on evaluation findings.

Tess Eppley, MA, CCC-SLP and Matthew Husband, OTD, OTR/L
Empower success beyond high school with college readiness, independent living,
and employment. Cultivate self-determination and effective self-advocacy to
meet physical, communicative, and cognitive needs. Strengthen your
contribution to transition teams, discover actionable pre-vocational
interventions, and learn to build both the hard and soft skills students will use
after graduation. Improve functional performance with ADL & IADLs, pragmatic
language, and community access & mobility with multidisciplinary transition

services.
